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efenders of Wildlife Action
D Fund’s 2012 Conservation Report
Card measures the commitment
of U.S. senators and representatives to
wildlife and habitat conservation during
the 112th Congress. It tells you at a glance
how well your elected representatives
are safeguarding our natural heritage
for our children and grandchildren.

The report card reviews three 2012
Senate votes, two that blocked attempts to
open sensitive areas important to wildlife
to oil and gas development and one
that approved an amendment to restore
conservation compliance to the farm bill
programs that help protect wildlife habitat
on private lands. It also summarizes the
dozen votes by the House of Representatives
that clinched its reputation as the most
anti-environmental House in the history
of Congress with a 2012 legislative agenda
that continued to pander to special interests
at the expense of America’s wildlife and
wild lands. To provide an overview of
both sessions of the 112th Congtess, each
legislator’s score for 2011 is included
along with how they voted on each issue
in 2012, their score for 2012 and their
overall average based on 2011 and 2012.
